Holy Family of Jesus, Mary, and Joseph 
The Christmas season lasts until the Feast of the Baptism 
of the Lord and includes today's celebration, which also 
falls within the Octave of Christmas.  Today we are asked 
to remember the sacred trust given to those who raise 
children. Mary and Joseph endured the nightmare of losing 
a child. The child is found, and then he says that he must 
be about God's business—a painful reminder that children 
have their own lives to live and that they belong to God. 
This is yet another reminder to parents that children are 
guests in their lives, not possessions.  Parents are 
constantly surrendering their lives to their children. Not 
that they "give up" their own lives and interests, but they 
unselfishly put the children's interests ahead of their own.

La Sagrada Familia 

Tiempo Navidad 
27 de diciembre de 2009 

 
Estimada Comunidad Hispana: 
La celebración de la Sagrada Familia el domingo 

después de la Navidad es de creación reciente, pero tiene 
sin duda una notable importancia pastoral. Mientras que 
una parte, nuestro mundo moderno da relieve a grandes 
valores como la libertad y la responsabilidad en la 
paternidad y la educación, constatamos por otra parte la 
degradación de la sexualidad, la visión materialista y 
hedonista de la vida, el debilitamiento de los vínculos 
familiares y de la comunicación entre generaciones 
diferentes. Por eso es importante el preguntarnos sobre el 
proyecto de Dios a propósito de la familia; lo que sucede 
precisamente con esta celebración. 

En este ano del ciclo de lecturas dominicales, se 
toma como primera lectura un pase del primer libro  de 
Samuel. En la primera parte del pasaje se habla del 
nacimiento de Samuel, del significado de su nombre y de 
promesa que habla hecho Ana, su madre, de consagrarlo 
al Señor. 

En la segunda parte, se pone en evidencia la 
actitud de Ana, que evidentemente se quiere presentar 
como paradigma de la actitud de una madre cristiana. 
Ana, después de haber alimentado y ayudado a crecer a 
su hijo  durante unos dos años, lo lleva al templo como 
había prometido al Señor. El Señor le ha dado un hijo, y 
ella siente la necesidad de devolvérselo. El pasaje termina 
con la frase: “El está ofrecido al Señor”, frase que se 
continua  con la conocida oración de Ana, y que es como 
una anticipación del Magníficat de María. 

En la segunda lectura, San Juan nos recuerda la 
filiación divina que el Padre  nos ha otorgado. El 
cristiano vive en comunión con el Padre y el Hijo; porque 
es realmente Hijo de Dios y objeto del amor del Padre. 
Esta es una realidad aun escondida; pero será plenamente 
revelada cuando el Señor Jesús se manifieste.  

San Lucas nos cuenta como, cuando María y José 
encuentran al Nino en el templo no ponen objeciones a la 
decisión tomada por Jesús. Aceptan la exclusión de la 
vida intima de su hijo con el Padre. María, madre es 
triste.
