Pastor’s Corner

With the celebration of the Baptism of the Lord, the
Christmas season comes to an end and we begin the
Church’s liturgical cycle of Ordinary Time. During this
season, the gospel is proclaimed to us through Jesus’
ministry and teaching over the course of His public life.
This year, the cycle of readings follows cycle “C”. For the
most part, the Gospels of the Sundays of Ordinary time are
taken from the Gospel of Luke. During Lent, we will use
the cycle “C” readings, except at the Masses during which
the rites of the RCIA are celebrated. At those Masses we
will use the readings from cycle “A”.

As we begin Ordinary Time, we are afforded a wonderful
opportunity to enter into a new vision of the Lord as
revealed to us through the Gospel according to St. Luke.
We have been to the stable; we have seen the infant in the
manger; now let us follow Him in His public ministry.

On January 22, the annual March for Life will take place
in Washington. St. Dominic’s church will be one of the
off-site churches that will celebrate Mass for the pilgrims
that are coming to Washington. Because of this and the
large number of people who will be celebrating Mass here,
there will be no confessions or 12:10 Mass in the church
that day. You are welcome to join the pilgrims at the
10:00 a.m. Mass here that day or the 8:00 a.m. Mass,
which will be celebrated here as usual.

Out of solemn respect for the liturgy and courtesy for
everyone, please silence/turn off all electronic devices
and cell phones when you arrive in the church. In
keeping with tradition, gentleman are asked to please
remove their hats while in the church.

Our community’s song is most often best expressed during
the singing of the Mass Propers. Please open your
Breaking Bread Book and sing:

Amen: #889, Lamb of God: #890

Regarding today’s Liturgy: Feast of the Baptism of the
Lord: In his book, The Mystery of Christ: The Liturgy as
Spiritual Experience (New York: Amity House, Inc.,
1987), Abbot Thomas Keating speaks poetically about the
symbolism of water because of Jesus' baptism in the
Jordan. He says this

“All water has been sanctified by its

contact with the body of Jesus in the

Jordan. Moreover, every drop of water

in the universe, in virtue of the baptism

of Jesus, has become a vehicle of grace.

Every kind of affliction, symbolized by

the waters of the Jordan, has become a

vehicle of grace.”

This feast completes the Christmas season. Today the
goodness of God cries out, and the waters come to life
with saving grace. The church completes the Christmas
season with yet another manifestation of God to God's
people. © 1995, OCP.
